Highlights of the tour include giving a talk at The Library of Congress in
Washington; presenting the Mary Donaldson Memorial Lecture at the
annual meeting of the Saskatchewan Library Association; giving a
commencement address at Laurentian University (where Rob is
receiving an honorary doctorate); and signing at BookExpo Canada.
